Theme Song:  “The Wind beneath My Wings”

Task 1:  Before you listen to the song, talk with your partner and discuss what you think the meaning of “The Wind beneath my Wings” is.  
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Task 2:  I will play the music video of the song “The Wind beneath My Wings” without sound so that you can concentrate on the images.  Write down words that describe the images that you’ve seen.  (Handout #2A)
Task 3:  Now I will play the music video of the song “The Wind beneath My Wings” with sound.   Write down words as many words that you heard and remember. (Handout 2B)
Task 4:  Complete the vocabulary exercise (Handout #3)
Task 5:  View the video and listen to the song again. Then with your partner, fill in the blanks with the correct modal auxiliary. (Handout #4)
Task 6:  Think of different titles that would be appropriate for this song (for example “Friends.”)

Task 7:  Write a paragraph about someone that you admire.   Answer the questions:  Who? Why? What? (Handout #5)
Make sure to use modal auxiliaries.  Example:

I wish I could paint as well as him.





I wish she could see me know.






I would like to be a writer (like my father.)
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
