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TEACHER LESSON PLAN
BEACHES: The Wind beneath My Wings
Grammar Objective:  Review of the meaning of modal auxiliaries
1. Give students Tasks Handout (Handout #1)
2. Tell students that they are going to view a music video based on a theme song from a movie.

3. Discuss what a “theme” song is.
4. Discuss with them the synopsis of the movie Beaches:
Synopsis: This is the story of two friends who met on a beach when they were very young. Through good times and bad times, through broken marriages and budding careers, they always had each other. And together, they would face their greatest challenge ... as only best friends could. 

5. Tell them the title of the song (The Wind beneath My Wings) and go over vocabulary (wind, beneath, wings.)

6. In pairs: ask students to discuss the meaning of the title. 

7. As a class: discuss the meaning.

8. Play the music video without the sound.  Ask students to write down words which describe the images they’ve seen. (For example: girls, beach, sand, playing, doves, singer, etc.) (Handout #2 A)
9. Have students view the music video and listen to the song (as many times as needed) and then ask them to write down any words that they heard and recognized (Handout #2 B) (optional: you can play just the song without the images so students can concentrate on the words only)
10. Ask students to complete vocabulary exercise. (Handout #3)
11. Play the music video again.  Then, ask students to fill in the blanks with the correct modal auxiliary. (Handout #4)
12. Have students create different titles for the song.
13.  Have students write a paragraph about someone they admire using modal auxiliaries.  (Handout #5)
